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From the Director’s Desk: “The Place for the Cross in Education”

“For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. For it is written: ‘I will destroy the wisdom of the wise; the intelligence of the intelligent I will frustrate.’” 1 Cor. 1:18 & 19

Part of the following vignette may be apocryphal. Even though it came from a reasonably dependable source (the brave soul who taught music to me and 21 other disinterested grade 7 boys at Upper Canada College), its veracity doesn’t matter. The application is what counts.

In 1865, Anglican curate Sabine Baring Gould wrote a poem called “Onward Christian Soldiers.” It was put to music 6 years later by Sir Arthur Sullivan of Gilbert and Sullivan fame. Pleased with his work, Baring Gould took a copy to his bishop who offered some less than constructive criticism. He especially disliked the repeated refrain, “With the cross of Jesus going on before!” The bishop’s objection was that it was too militant, too enthusiastic and too, well, evangelical. 

Baring Gould was incensed but rather than expressing his irritation openly he went home, rewrote those lines and presented the revised version to his bishop the next morning. “Is this more in keeping with your wishes?” I can imagine him asking with some asperity. The reworked chorus read, “While the cross of Jesus stands behind the door!” The bishop got the message and dropped his objection to the original version.

Over the past 60 years in most of Canadian society, the cross of Jesus has gone from a place of public honour to a forgotten and dusty corner of our collective national consciousness. It is figuratively either “behind the door” or completely out of the room. For some people the cross is a symbol of an outdated, mawkish religion, for others it is just an interesting pattern for a piece of jewellery. Canadian officialdom gives a condescending nod to the existence of some sort of deity in our national anthem and occasionally mentions a remote ‘higher being’ in formal ceremonies –especially memorial services- but when it comes to the day to day operation of our society, Canada is a functionally atheistic nation. 

For Canadian Christians however the cross ought to be the starting point, the sine qua non, especially in education. Starting points matter. If you follow the most precise travel directions but start your trip at the wrong place you will probably get lost. If you try to solve a problem in Science or Math but begin with a faulty formula, chances are you’ll fail. If you attempt to solve a personal or societal problem without understanding the nature of humanity, even your most noble efforts won’t accomplish very much in the end. 

An educational system that doesn’t understand the nature of the learner has little hope of preparing students for life beyond just making a living. It has no adequate solutions for the kinds of moral and social troubles that beset humanity because its starting point is wrong. Education that ignores the cross has to begin with the assumption that each person is either good by nature or a ‘tabula rasa’– a blank slate upon which virtues or vices are inscribed by body chemistry and external influences like family, education and society. So logically if those factors could only be manipulated and controlled in ‘the right way’ the final product should be perfect individuals in a perfect community. It’s a lovely Utopian dream but it has never worked in the real world and it never will.

The cross reveals that our human nature is flawed by sin. When God sent Jesus to the cross for our sins he made it clear that is our greatest problem. It’s even more serious than famine or disease or social injustice and it can’t be cured by the most sincere efforts in education, science, or politics. Real transformation starts when a person accepts Christ’s sacrifice on the cross for his sins. At that point he receives a new nature and the right starting point for life and learning. 

“Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!” 2 Cor. 5:17

That new nature prompts him to follow God’s eternal standards for living–mindful of those matters of right and wrong, truth and falsehood, good and evil that are permanently and unalterably defined in the scriptures of the Old and New Testament. On top of that he becomes aware that there are tragic consequences when people ignore or reject those standards. So when it comes to education, parents and schools, are responsible to make sure children consistently learn God’s standards for living not only in the interest of their own well being, but for the good of society and for the benefit of future generations. 

“Fix these words of mine in your hearts and minds;...Teach them to your children, talking about them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up.” Deuteronomy 11: 18-21

In an education that dismisses the message of the cross, the morality and the values students learn are defined and manipulated according to the whims of a few influential leaders or the prejudices of powerful pressure groups. It was that way in the totalitarian society of Nazi Germany as Dr. Erwin Lutzer points out in his book, When a Nation Forgets God, “What a child ate was the parents’ responsibility, what he believed and felt was the responsibility of the Reich.” 
There is a chilling similarity in Canada today when only one perspective on human sexuality is allowed to be taught in many publicly funded classrooms- no dissent permitted! And in Ontario’s public schools at least, students, even primary students must be exposed to that perspective no matter what their parents want. Opting out is not allowed.

The temptation to ‘be like God’, determining by personal or communal preference what can be labelled ‘good’ and ‘evil’ has been around a long time. When it comes to matters of human sexuality, that temptation seems especially attractive to some leaders in North American secular education these days. And too many students are suffering the consequences. 

Finally the cross illustrates the loving character of the living God. It proclaims that we are not alone in an uncaring universe under the loose supervision of a cold and distant deity. ‘The little god who’s barely there’ or ‘the far away god who doesn’t care’ exists only in mouldering volumes of liberal theology. In the light of the cross God shows that we are truly equal in the most important sense and that he loves us as unique individuals – loves us so much that He gave his Son’s life for us irrespective of our talents, appearances or achievements, “For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten son that whosoever believes in him shall not perish but have everlasting life.” John 3:16

Without the cross, genuine equality is at best a lofty ideal without practical meaning in the classroom or in society. In the light of the cross every student is a person of value, each just as important as the next, 

“There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for you are all one in Christ.”

(Gal 3:28)

When I was principal of a Christian school near Toronto one prominent citizen commented “That would be a great school if it wasn’t for the religious (i.e., Christian) stuff!” I liked it. I thought it was a terrific compliment. He appreciated everything about us except the “religious stuff,” the stuff that was an extension of the heart of the school. It wasn’t surprising that he objected to the shadow of the cross upon our school – after all, the cross really is foolishness to the world in general and to him specifically. It would have been bad if he didn’t notice. In that school and in thousands of other Christian schools around the world we move forward “with the cross of Jesus going on before!” We will only be in trouble if we allow the cross to stand behind the door.

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‘YES YOU CAN’ Schools: Small Christian High School Can Excel!

All these courses are accredited by the British Columbia Ministry of Education.

In addition, a working group of ACSI and OACS reps are exploring the development of online courses that meet the Ontario Ministry of Education standards for high school credits. We will keep you posted.
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Legal Watch: Limiting the Range of the Homophobia Stick

Because of the imprecise wording of Canadian hate speech legislation, zealously misguided Human Rights Committees across Canada have ruled consistently against any organization or individual that questions the validity of “alternative lifestyles.” Similarly, in most of the Canadian press publications anyone who has the temerity to question politically correct sexual mores is figuratively smacked with the homophobia stick. So when the leader of the Ontario Conservative Party says that public school parents should be allowed to withdraw their children from sex education classes that they find offensive, Mr. Hudak was immediately set upon with the stick. Such a useful weapon, the stick, and so intimidating—and yet homophobia is only a word, and a rather meaningless word at that. The term ‘phobia’ (fear) clearly doesn’t apply in Mr. Hudak’s circumstance. He was simply and unsuccessfully speaking out for parents’ rights. And homophobia in its true meaning often doesn’t apply in other cases where the stick has been rigorously wielded. No matter to those wielding it, the threat of its appearance is enough to cow many public figures.

When it comes right down to it the problem isn’t the intent of the current legislation. Sensible people believe that a degree of censorship is necessary for the well-being of society. For example, shouting, “Fire!” in a crowded theatre in order to watch people panic is rightly outlawed. That’s censorship. Similarly, speech that incites people to genuine acts of hatred towards individuals or groups cannot be allowed in a civilized country. Censorship again.

And Christians cannot legitimately cite any of Jesus’ teachings in support of hateful attitudes or actions towards anyone. But Christians including Christian school educators do need to address biblical moral standards clearly and openly. That takes courage especially when those standards concern ‘alternative lifestyles’ and when the result could be a punitive judgment from a Human Rights Commission and condemning articles in the popular press.

A case currently before the Supreme Court of Canada could result in a more reasonable interpretation of current hate speech legislation so as to allow legitimate expressions of biblical values and limit the range of the homophobic stick.

It concerns the right of William Whatcott of Saskatchewan to speak out against the homosexual lifestyle. Mr. Whatcott was once a gay prostitute. He became an evangelical Christian in his late teens, “Christ saved me from a life of drug and sexual addition.” (Globe and Mail, Oct. 12, 2011) An interesting group of organizations are supporting him including the Canadian Civil Liberties Association. Their lawyer, Andrew Lokan, stated the CCLS’s position very clearly, “Allowing the Whatcotts of the world to hand out their flyers, then countering them with reasons why they are wrong, is a much better approach in a free and democratic society.”

Mr. Lokan is right in that he recognizes a basic biblical principle, “The truth will set you free>” I wonder how he will react when he discovers that ‘truth’ in this case isn’t what he expected it would be.
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World Concerns Conference: By Sherlyn Assam, Grade 8, Brampton Christian School

A couple of weeks ago, my school was happy to host the ACSI World Concerns Conference. Overall, I thought it was great. To start and finish the day, there was a great speaker, Jamie Macintosh, who got me thinking in a new way; getting me to believe that we can stop injustice if we want to. With determination, there are many wrongs in the world that can be fixed, such as child prostitution, human trafficking, violence, and poverty… It all seemed so wrong to me, especially as a Christian, seeing what God’s world is coming to. The keynote speaker, Jamie Macintosh, mentioned this verse to us: Genesis 6:5-6 The LORD saw how great the wickedness of the human race had become on the earth, and that every inclination of the thoughts of the human heart was only evil all the time. 6 The LORD regretted that he had made human beings on the earth, and his heart was deeply troubled.
While he talked about the injustice in the world, it got me thinking a second time about difficulties different people in different countries were facing. I realized he was right in what he was talking about, proving it with pictures, and collected information from countries such as India, Nepal and other countries where people don’t have as much freedom as us. It made me desperately want the world to change, and it made me want to help, which I know was his intended goal.

The conference was a great way to open the eyes and ears of students. We’re vaguely aware of what’s going on around us, so when we sit down to really listen and get a better understanding, it really sinks in. For example, I learned that 17% of diseases in Africa are water-borne. Simply providing a fresh water supply can save lives, and because of the seminar, I know that something as small as a donating some money to get a filter for the village water can help. 

Yes, I definitely think that it is worth it to take a day away from regular classes for your students to simply sit, open their eyes, listen and learn about what is really going on in the world. From a student’s and Christian’s perspective, I highly recommend the World Concerns Conference for your schools and students to become more informed. 
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IN THE NEWS 
Office of Religious Freedom

During the recent federal election, the Prime Minister promised to open an Office of Religious Freedom. The Department of Foreign Affairs is currently working on how the office will be organized.

The Drummondville Parents’ Case: CCCC Needs Your Help to Defend Religious Freedom for Christian Schools (April 5, 2011—Updated May 24, 2011) (www.cccc.org/news_release/111)
S. L. and D. J. v.Commission scolaires des Chenes and Attorney General of Quebec.
Should the government be able to dictate what is religious education? In the Province of Quebec, the government is doing just that. Parents have taken the Province of Quebec to court, resulting in this important case about religious freedom. Canadian Council of Christian Charities (CCCC) has been granted intervenor status by the Supreme Court of Canada to make arguments that the Canadian public benefits when religious freedom is allowed. This significant case will be argued in Ottawa on May 18, 2011.

In September 2008, the Province of Quebec changed the religious education curriculum, requiring all students from first grade to the end of high school to take a course each year entitled, Ethics and Religious Culture. The course surveys all religions, treating Christianity on par with all other religions. No religion is permitted to be presented as more desirable than any other. The course is mandatory for all public and private schools. Even religiously based private schools are not permitted to teach a religion course contradicting Ethics and Religious Culture.

The Applicants are a married couple with four children. They live in Drummondville, Quebec. On behalf of their children, they applied for exemptions from participating in the Ethics and Religious Culture course. Their requests were denied. Several thousand parents living in the Province of Quebec also applied for exemptions from the Ethics and Religious Culture course on behalf of their children. All requests were denied. The Minister of Education has, apparently, indicated that all such requests will be denied. School boards have been supplied with a standard form rejection letter for this purpose.

The outcome of this case will potentially impact religious education throughout Canada. Right now even private, Christian schools in Quebec are prevented from teaching religion from a purely Christian perspective. This is an attack on religious freedom. By intervening at the Supreme Court of Canada, CCCC intends to argue for a reversal of the requirements imposed on every school by the Province of Quebec. Without the participation of CCCC and the other intervenors, the approach taken by the Province of Quebec could be applied by provincial and territorial governments across the country.

CCCC is asking members, Christian schools and all interested parties to contribute financially and pray that the judges of the Supreme Court of Canada make a decision preserving this religious freedom in Canada.
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Second Wind

There’s an odd camaraderie among the heart surgery survivors in Sunnybrook Hospital’s cardiac ward. I know, I was there. Patients greet each other with unusual warmth. We chat like old friends and we ask about each other’s recovery with genuine concern. It isn’t that we have a whole lot in common. We’re a pretty diverse bunch when it comes to age, cultural background, education, and personal interests. But those kinds of things don’t mean much when everyone is shuffling around on swollen feet stuffed into clumsy oversized slippers and dressed in identical blue flannel “robes” (like the pyjamas we wore as kids, only without the patterns of zoo animals or cowboys).We’re all a bit grimy too because it’s hard to shower with drainage tubes ferreting in and out of our stomachs.   

On top of that, some of us are good and hungry–me for example. It seems like the meal portions here were originally designed for hamsters. Thankfully, ‘an agent,’ whose identity I will not divulge, manages to smuggle in surreptitious hamburgers and barbequed chickens on buns with lots of French fries. 

The Jamaican lady who weighs me every morning looks confused. Her eyes ask, “Why is your weight going up when everyone else’s is going down?” but she remains tactfully silent. One morning she comes into my room humming “In Christ Alone.” I join in and immediately we know we are family. On Palm Sunday she gives every cardiac patient a cross made out of a palm leaf, then looks them in their eyes and asks, “Do you know what this means?” If they don’t she tells them. She is risking her job, but no one complains. We’ve all come a little too close to eternity to dismiss such things lightly or take offense. That’s because the thing we hold in common, the thing that unites us is that we’ve all experienced a kind of resurrection. At some point during our operations, the doctors intentionally stopped our hearts for up to 20 minutes while lowering our body temperatures to keep brain cells from decaying. Then they did the repair work, put in replacement parts, warmed us up, and started our hearts beating again. It was a sort of miracle, almost as if we were dead and they brought us back to life. So we are indeed a remarkable group, a company of the resurrected, physically resurrected at least. And therein lies the key to our unity. 

My experience there reminds me a bit of the Christian school movement. Our primary unity can’t be found in a detailed list of mutually held doctrines or in a common religious heritage or in any pretence of spiritual or intellectual superiority. We are first and foremost a company of resurrected hearts all thanks to the living Christ. And that makes us one in Him and united with each other. To Paul that unity was so vitally important that he commanded, “Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace.” (Eph 4:3)

Paul knew that Satan rejoices when believers isolate themselves or create division over secondary matters. If those things were of vital importance to the Lord, He would have made them blindingly clear to everyone. It is no accident that for now God lets us see “as through a glass darkly”. Even though we have His inerrant written word we’re stuck with fallible minds to understand it. And so we need to respect our differences and humbly accept our divergent thoughts and understandings without compromising our own beliefs – showing grace, sort of the way the survivors in the Sunnybrook cardiac ward did. G. K. Chesterton expresses the unity of believers this way: “We are all in the same boat in a stormy sea and we owe each other a terrible loyalty.”

Eventually the weight lady gives me my palm leaf. “You know what this means!” She affirms.

She makes me want to be in church next Sunday, Resurrection Sunday. I want to sing with all the other believers in our church and in churches around the world,

“Christ the Lord is risen today, Alleluia!

Our triumphant holy day, Alleluia!!!”

And in God’s grace and kindness, that is exactly what happened.

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The Lasting Effects of Different Kinds of Schools As taken from an article in the September 2011 issue of Christianity Today and based upon the Cardus Survey
Here are some general characteristics of adults graduates from North American Public, Christian, Catholic, Secular Private, and home schools.

Christians who graduate from public schools are:

“Most likely to: want a job that is worthwhile to society; spend a lot of time volunteering; express an interest in politics; know a community leader.

Least likely to: Feel prepared for relationships or a vibrant religious spiritual life.” N.B. These people are Christians! Their responses provide a pretty conclusive answer to people who say a secular education makes people stronger spiritually!

Christian school graduates are:
“Most likely to: Want a job that is directly helpful to others and fulfills religious calling; have a large family; read the Bible; be a leader in their congregation; feel prepared for relationships.

Least likely to: Want a job that pays well; like new and exciting experiences; feel helpless in dealing with the problems of life; engage in political boycotts or protests; make political contributions.” 

Catholic school graduates are:
“Most likely to:  Earn a high income; engage in political protests; make political contributions.

Least likely to: Accept the authority of church leadership.”

Secular private school graduates are:

“Most likely to:  Spend a lot of time volunteering; be involved in political campaigns; like new and exciting experiences even if it mean breaking the rules; marry later in life.

Least likely to: Want a job that establishes roots in the community and not have to move from place to place; get a divorce; have a large family; know elected officials or CEOS.”

• On Demand Video Training: Access to a comprehensive catalogue of over 100 hours of professional development training presented by respected thought leaders in their field of expertise. Content produced by ACSI and ASCD. 

• On Demand Webinar Training: Access to a comprehensive catalogue of over 100 hours of professional development training presented by respected thought leaders in their field of expertise. Content produced by ACSI. 

• Nexus|Live Keynote Sessions: Twelve archived keynote sessions recorded at Nexus|Live on October 20-21, 2011.

Be patient as we work out the bugs in this major initiative. Please know that we are committed bringing you the best professional development opportunities.

Secondly, I think you’d see a lot of new schools starting…I believe that they would do far better than any of our public schools would.
